The charity has accommodated the school with this facility yearly and we are excited to give the students the chance to experience something different whilst bonding with their newly formed tutor group. This experience will take place at Halliford MereTrout Fishery, Chertsey Rd, Shepperton TW17 9NN. 
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Halliford Mere is a complex consisting of four spring-fed
lakes totaling 15 acres of water. The fly-fishing trout lakes are highly stocked with top quality Rainbow trout ranging from 2-10lbs. The lakes are well established, supporting prolific natural aquatic life. 

Middlesex Trout and Salmon Fishing Charity have a full Risk Assessment Policy in place, with an up-to-date Certificate of Employers Liability Insurance Policy.  They maintain very strict Health and safety guidelines as well as issuing Health and Safety Instructions to all Teachers and careers who attend. The casters (students) also have to watch a Health and Safety Video before the commencement of each event.
