
Instructions
1 Make a hole in the bottom of  each pot (you will need 
an adult to help you).

2 Thread the string through the bottom of  the pot and 
tie a big knot to secure the string.

3 Thread the other end through the other pot and 
secure in the same way.

4 Now use your telephone – speak  
into one pot while someone listens 
at the other end.

Evaluate – is your telephone 
a success?
