Key Terms to try and learn:  
non-fiction = facts and information
fact = a true piece of information
fiction = made up/story
key information = the most important information
brief notes = are to help you remember key information. Notes should be just words/short phrases - not full sentences.  NB. You should be able to quickly scan and re-read.
paragraph = a short section of writing.
heading =  what the text is about.
sub-heading = what that section of text is about.
leaflet = a piece of paper giving information on a particular subject.
format = to organise or arrange a particular way for a particular type of text eg letter, newspaper article
structure = the way that the text is organised to help the reader.
style = the writer’s choice of words, sentence structure.
images =photos or illustrations
audience = is a person or group of people listening to or reading a text.
