Measuring speed:
[image: ]
Distance, Speed, Time

1. Measure a distance you want to run in metres. E.g. 10m, 5m or 200m. This could be in a room, garden or park.
2. Get someone to time how long it takes you to run/walk that distance.
3. Divide your distance by your time. E.g. 100m ➗ 9.58 seconds = 10.4m per second (Usain Bolt’s 100m world record!). This is your speed.
4. Investigate what your speed is at different distances.

Pacing:

Using what you have just used in the measuring speed task have a go at setting yourself a speed target and try to achieve it. 

E.g. 10m course 2m per second speed target
Using the speed triangle:
10 ➗ 2 = 5 seconds

So, your target is to run the 10m course in exactly 5 seconds.

This will be trial and error and you will not get this straight away. 

Explore with different distances and different speed targets or even harder, can you repeat the same speed multiple times.

This is a helpful skill to adjust your pace when racing in athletics or cross country.
